L.L. Zamenhof, a Jewish oculist born in the Pale of Settlement of the Russian
Empire, vith the aim to facilitate peaceful communication and coexistence
between different ethnic and cultural groups.

world, constantly evolving, giving proof of an untiring vitality, and promoting

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respect of linguistic minorities The Italian Institute of Esperanto was founded in
1912. It is traditionally the body in charge of the assessment of the international
language in Italy. The paper illustrates how the pandemic provided the new General
Director of the Institute, Laura Braabeni, the chance to rethink its thrésvel
exams, in a way that better reflects the CEFR descriptors and their focus on
competences, rather than the traditional translations into and from Italian. The aim

A particular challenge in this thorough reorganization is represented by the highest
level exam, which is still structured on the pattern of a traditional Italian university
examination in languages and literatures. Therefore, apart from a literary
translaion from ltalian into Esperanto, it includes a long list of required readings
on topics such as Esperantelated literature, linguistics, history, sociology,

rhetoric, pedagogy and didactics. Among them, literature is particularly important,
also due tothe fact that Esperanto differs from the other constructed languages
for its impressive literary production, which Zamenhof himself promoted in order

to endow the language with depth and flexibility.
